h. To elect members of the Board, subject to the terms of articles 37, 38, 39, 40, 41 and

the prescribed motions form and nominations, in the prescribed nominations form, for 
individuals seeking to stand for election to the Board.   Any such proposed motions or 
nominations as invited pursuant to Article 27a shall be notified to the Company Secretary in 
writing not less than 50 Clear Days before the date for holding of the AGM.   The final date 
and time to receive such motions and/or nominations is 4:00pm on 12 August 2023.
